1 Prior to negotiating on your behalf the Broker must provide you the following disclosure statement:

3 You are a customer of  the broker.   The broker is  ei ther  an agent  of  another party in the t ransaction or a subagent  of  another broker 

4 who is  the  agent  o f  another  par t y in  the  t ransac t ion .   The broker ,  o r  a  salesperson ac t ing on behal f  o f  the  broker ,  may prov ide 

5 brokerage services to you .   W henever  the broker  is  providing brokerage services to you,  the broker owes  you,  the cus tomer ,  the 

6 following duties: 

7 ■  The duty to provide brokerage services to you fairly and honestly.

13 ■  The duty to protect  your confidential i ty.   Unless the law requires i t,  the broker will  not  disclose your confidential  information or the
